Games will commence at 6pm, 630pm 7pm & 730pm SHARP and will be of half-hour duration, changing ends after each touch down. A central hooter will start and stop all games. There will be no stoppages. 

Grading rounds in the first 2 weeks. Depending on numbers we will then split the teams into even grades, having four MIXED Sections of 10-12. And a Social, Mens grade.

DRAWS: 
Draws be on the TERFC website and on display at the Club. 

The points table will be on display at the Club and updated weekly. 

CANCELLATIONS: 
Confirmation of cancellation will be made on the day by 4.00pm. 

If the weather has been particularly wet, a decision may be made as early as 3pm. 
The Council usually informs us between 2.45 – 3.15pm.

DEFAULTS:

Loss by default will be a 0 – 5 score. 

PRIZES & AWARDS: 
There will be trophies & prizes (sports apparel etc) for the winners, plus awards and other small give-aways & sponsors product. There are NO CASH prizes. Trophies will also be awarded to the winners & runner up of each section, Most Improved team of the module and male and female ‘player of the finals’. 

SOCIAL EVENTS: 
The Touch season is an extra reason for us to get together with work colleagues, friends and whanau, get a bit of exercise, and have a BBQ & a cool drink after a game. 

At Teachers Eastern Club rooms, over the course of the season we will be holding a few social events etc. They will also have the BIG TV screen set up for sports and what have you, should you wish to join us. We will also have a Xmas Break Up and end of season prize giving function at this venue. 

There are two gas BBQ’s at the cub for teams to use for free should they wish. 

BAR TABS: 
(To Be Confirmed) Will be awarded randomly and to deserved teams (e.g.: uniform, sportsmanship etc) each Night. 

A Xmas break up is planned for December at the Orakei Module. (To be confirmed) 

At this stage prize giving & finals is being planned for the last week in February OR first week of March 2011 for each module. (To be confirmed) 

UNIFORMS: 
All team members are expected to be in uniform from the first game. 
The uniform must consist of the same coloured T shirts in the same style. Numbers are optional and any insignia or logo etc must be the same on each member’s uniform.. Teams not in uniform by round one in the main comp will be deducted three points each week they are not in uniform. 

No bare feet. No boots are to be worn. 
REGISTRATIONS: 
All team members must be registered before they can play any games. Unregistered players found in any team will ultimately forfeit points or lose by default.(O-5 ) Repeat occurrences of unregistered players by teams will result in possible suspension of that team. 

It is important that managers inform the co-coordinators of any new unregistered players and any player withdrawals. 

Registrations and uniforms will be monitored randomly by the Touch coordinators. 

Because draws, up dates and messages will be sent by email it is important that your registration shows at least two email addresses. 

REFEREES: 
These individuals form an integral part of the success and enjoyment of any sport. 

Disorderly behavior or any form of verbal abuse towards the referees or officials will 

not be tolerated. 

All team members are urged to encourage each other to maintain a high standard of play and discipline. 

Should you have team-mates or friends that which to Referee during the season they are most welcome sit the first course – Level O - or Level One should they wish. 

To ensure quality, we will be paying the Referees $10 per game. ($5 each if two decide to ref together) 

A referee Training session will be held before the module begins on October 18 2010 (TBC). 
Referees decisions are final. No correspondence will be entered into. This is a Corporate/Social Module and Touch is an honesty game. By signing your registration forms you and your team agree to these conditions.

RULES: 
We will be following the ‘normal’ Rules of Touch. 

Except where outlined. 

A copy of the ‘Simplified Rules of Touch’ is on the website. 

All games in pool play will be 30 minutes non-stop. There will be no stoppages. 

All games will start and stop on the central hooter. 

Teams change ends after a touchdown has been scored. 

SCORING FOR MIXED GAMES IS TWO (2) FOR WOMEN, ONE (1) FOR MEN. 
Points are - Three for a win, two draw, one for a loss, nil for loss by default. 

Loss by default 0-5. Win by default 5-0. 0 points for loss by default. 

Top four in each section will play off. 

Semi finals and finals will be 20 minutes each way. 

Game times are 6pm, 630pm, 7pm & 730pm. 

All of the above is subject to change at any time by the organizers.
